	· Equipment regularly reviewed and checked by adult volunteers prior to and throughout the activity session. 
· Any damaged/faulty equipment to be reported to the warden on site/emailed to the Wike team 
	 

	Misuse of equipment causing injury  
	All 
	· Leaders to maintain appropriate supervision throughout activity 
· Participants to be briefed on risk of equipment prior to use 
· If leader feels uncomfortable with use of equipment they should rebrief and should remove equipment as required.  
	 

	Activity equipment causing injury 
	All 
	· Leaders to ensure appropriate space is provided for all activities to reduce risk of injury 
· Leaders to ensure appropriate supervision at all times  
	 

	Inappropriate terrain causing slips, trips or falls 
	All 
	· Leaders to check for environmental hazards prior to and throughout activity session.  
· Leaders to check that participants are wearing suitable footwear. 
· Participants to be briefed on hazards and risks in activity area prior to starting activity.  
· If conditions change, leaders should move the activity to a different area as they deem appropriate  
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
